Political Rhetoric.  I have been watching all week.  I wish I could get excited about all the political rhetoric,

especially Trump9s plans for prosperity and global dominance 3 a <thrilling new era of national success,= and

<The golden age America begins right now.= The most poignant is his statement at the inauguration, <I was saved

by God to make America great again.=  I suppose Constantine the Great could have also boasted that God raised

him up to save the Roman Empire from decline, at least temporarily in Western Europe centered around Rome

(Western Roman Empire). His conversion to Christianity still remains a grey area to many historians, but his

optics and political machinations were effective. He was a competent general and administrator in a time of

mediocre leaders.  His decision to move the capital from Rome to Constantinople did save the life of the Empire

in the east for a thousand years (which became the Eastern Roman Empire, later known as the Byzantine

Empire).    

 

Trump Raised up by God. Yes, having a biblical worldview, I do believe God has raised up Trump for a reason,

It has

only gotten vastly worse since these words were spoken some 30 years ago.  

 

Pragmatist.  However, <repentance= is not a message that politicians get elected on. Trump is a pragmatist, who

knows how to win, including getting elected; he did a masterful job. But unfortunately, he does not always have

moral clarity (I won9t give the details here, but for those who have been watching, it should be clear). So, we must

continually pray the <he understands the importance of moral integrity so he may possess the biblical truth needed

to fulfill his leadership destiny.=  In modern history, I can point to two men who were also pragmatists, Teddy

Roosevelt and Winston Church.
